Text formatting rules are below. In connection with the editorial preparation of conference materials rests almost entirely on the Baikal museum staff, the most participants are requested TO COMPLY WITH THE RULES SET OUT BELOW.
TEXT FORMATING RULES FOR AUTHORS

Each article is a separate directory called by the name of the author (authors).

Inside the directory has a separate text file (including the references), each drawing and each table. The file name is given the appropriate number of drawing or table.
Text of the report with illustrations and tables for publication should not exceed 0,5 a.p. ( 12 printed pages in 14 size 2 slots) should be submitted in electronic form to the Organizing Committee. It is possible to publicize the individual articles of more than 0, 5 a.p. by the agreement with the Organizing Committee.
The electronic version is prepared in the format Word (doc. and rtf) for Windows’ 98 and more.

Typing text in 2 intervals, using the font Times Roman, 14 size, paper size A4, aligned left, no hyphenation, all 2, 5 cm.
The articles do not need to breadboard.

For indentation use only the menu option “Format” – “Paragraph”.

PLEASE FOLLOW UP THE IMPLEMENTATION OF THE TRADITIONAL REQUIREMENTS:

Don’t do hyphenation.

All units are separated by a gap of digits: 15-20 m, 3-5 %, 2000-2004, 7,3- 9.6 ºC
Tenths  are separated by commas rather than a point.
Latin names of genera and species are written in italics. Families and higher taxa-direct print.

Design illustrations
Electronically all the illustrations (drawings, diagrams, graphs, pictures) must be submitted in two versions: 1) - original, in that they are made ( Statistica, Exel and others) 2)- inserted into the document Word. (Please don’t forget, that each illustration must be in a separate file and is named for the figure number.)

The illustration must be black-and-white in original or scanned on 300-600 dpi in TIFF-format. Print color images are possible only by agreement with the Organizing Committee.

Captions and signature at the figure do with a capital letter.

Registration tables are allowed to set 10 sizes.

Tables are stored in separate files, printed on separate sheets, not inserted into the text. When creating the tables, try to make a "cap" as easy as possible. So you speed up the preparation of this manuscript for publication. 

Signature in the header do capitalized.

Don’t forget, please; mention the table in the text.
Design formulas
Formulas are written in italics.

Design references
References should be in alphabetical order.

Articles of one author should be listed chronologically (regardless of the number of co-authors).

The author's works for one year are marked as “a, b, c” according to the alphabetical order of the names.

When two authors are quoted then indicated fully. Three and more authors are indicated as “…et al.,”.
